Three Little Pigs is an engaging day event for children of all abilities. Hands-on led sessions 
and exploratory activities support your work on traditional tales and fairy stories and promote 
communication and literacy skills. 
 
Children huff and puff their way through the story of the three little pigs as they make their 
own pig or wolf from woodland materials explore the Brick House and help keep it clean and 
tidy. They find out where animals live on the farm and build their own homes of sticks or 
straw to keep the pigs safe and warm.
